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Supply crunch lifts base metals

tocks of base metals companies
Hindalco, Vedanta, and

Hindustan Copper were up
between 2.5 and 14.5 per cent on
Monday, even as leading indices fell
by over 2 per cent. With this, base
metals stocks have seen good gains of
50-198 per cent since November 2020.

Amid a steady economic recovery
and Covid-19 vaccination drive in full
swing, global demand for base metals,
such as copper and aluminium, has
outstripped the supply, pushing spot
prices of these metals higher than
futures. Besides, the expectation of
higher inflation and veering of govern-
ment policies towards electric vehicles
(EVs) seem to be drawing investors
towards base metals stocks.

“Expectations of a historic deficit
of raw material amid rising demand, a
signal of tightness on the London
Metal Exchange (LME), hopes of the
US and Europe stimulus, a revival of
global inflation, and clean-energy
transition have changed sentiment
over the past one-and-a-half months,”
says N S Ramaswamy, head of com-
modities at Ventura Securities.

Sugandha Sachdeva, VP-metals,
energy and currency research at
Religare Broking, attributes the opti-
mism in the sector to swift economic
recovery from the pandemic, roll-out
of vaccines, and huge liquidity.

At the bourses, most base metal

stocks have also outperformed the
benchmark Nifty50 index and the
Nifty Metal index, so far, in CY21.

On the supply side, global alumin-
ium production is expected to rise
2.51 per cent to 66.9 MT, most of
which is expected to come from
China, say analysts at Nirmal Bang
in a recent report.

As regards copper, Christopher
LaFemina, senior global metals and
mining analyst at Jefferies, believes
the metal is witnessing a “structural
deficit” as total copper inventories at
the three major metal exchanges
(LME, COMEX and Shanghai Futures
Exchange) have declined by 67 per
cent from 638,375 tonne in March

2020 to 211,141 tonne as of last week.

“The supply of the red metal has
been shrinking, raising expectations
of a historic deficit this year, fuelling
prices on the higher trajectory.
Besides, supply constraints are
supporting this up-move in zinc
prices too,” says Sachdeva of Religare
Broking.

Zinc production had declined by
5.3 per cent (YoY) to 1.33 MT in 2020,
while China's refined zinc output
is expected to decrease by 64,000 MT
to 547,200 MT in February, the
data shows.

Outlook

On the LME, since start of November
2020, spot prices of aluminium is up
14.5 per cent, copper by 33.4 per cent,
nickel by 29 per cent, tin by 62 per
cent while zinc is up 14 per cent.

“Base metal prices are expected to
remain high as post-crisis demand
will outstrip near term supply. The
outlook is positive for base metals
and we might see some technical
pullback looking at the overheated
market,” says Bhavik Patel, senior
technical analyst (commodities) at
Tradebulls Securities.

Copper could march towards
%745-760 per kg at the domestic
bourses, while zinc may test 3255-270
per kg over the medium term.

For Indian copper producers,
since their margins are largely fixed,
gains are likely to accrue when con-
tracts come up for renewal at higher
rates amidst an improved business
environment.

Nickel, on the other hand, looks

SAT stays Sebi order asking HDFC Bank to transfer $160 crore

Mumbai, 22 February

The Securities Appellate Tribunal (SAT)
has granted relief to HDFC Bank by stay-
ing on an order issued by markets reg-
ulator Sebi, which directed the lender
to transfer over X160 crore in the matter
pertaining to BRH Wealth Kreators’
share pledging.

“We find that the appellant is one of
the largest private sector bank and as
per balance sheet, it has assets worth

The tribunal directed HDFC Bank to
give an undertaking to Sebi that it will
abide by the result of the appeal and the
directions given therein within four
weeks from the date of the disposal of
the appeal.

Gold has lost some of its shine in recent
days. Its spot price stood at ¥46,360 per 10
grams on Tuesday — down 39,541, or 17.1
per cent, from the high of 355,901 per 10
gram reached on August 7, 2020.

Losinglustre

A rise in US treasury yields has sent the yel-
low metal tumbling. Gold has a negative cor-
relation with real interest rates. Low or neg-
ative real interest rates are positive for gold
by reducing the attractiveness of
holding bonds.

The strengthening of the dollar
against major currencies recently is
another reason. Since gold is priced
in dollars in the international mar-
ket, the strengthening of the green-
back leads to fall in the price.

Expectations of a larger fiscal sti-
mulus package have added to the
pressure. Ajay Kedia, director, Kedia
Advisory, says, “The stimulus will
lead to increased liquidity in the market. It
will also result in increased buying of risky
assets. Money may move away from gold, as
has happened in recent months.”

The ongoing vaccination drive is another
reason. Tarun Birani, founder and chief
executive officer, TBNG Capital Advisors,
says, “The optimism that vaccines will aid
global economic recovery has also caused
gold prices to soften.”

A lot of funds are flowing into bitcoins,
which has risen more than 90 per cent in the
current year. A lot of the money that would
otherwise have been allocated to gold has
moved to bitcoin.

Has therallyended?

Experts believe it may be too early to turn
pessimistic on gold.
“Keeping the geopolitical and trade-

related tensions, and overall economic uncer-
tainty due to the pandemic, gold’s outlook
remains positive,” says Kedia.

Some experts expect gold to decline
further and then stabilise.

Naveen Mathur, director of commodities
and currencies, Anand Rathi Share & Stock
Brokers, says, “There may be a32,000-fall in
India. Globally it may decline from around
$1,800 per ounce (0z) to $1,750 per oz. Its
investment appeal has lessened to an extent
as people have moved to risky assets. But
until we are out of the pandemic, gold’s price
may not decline too much. Rather
it may stabilise.”

What should investors do?

Experts say the correction has pro-
vided a good buying opportunity to
investors. “You should always main-
tain an allocation to gold as it has
the ability to counterbalance any
correction in the equity market,”
says Mathur.

New investors, who don’t have
an allocation to gold, should use the current
correction to build it. Kedia says investors
should maintain a 12-15 per cent allocation.

Existing investors, who already have an
allocation, should not think of exiting.
“Those who have already bought gold should
continue to hold it and maintain their opti-
mal asset allocation to the yellow metal in
their portfolio,” says Birani. If their allocation
has dipped below the ideal level, they should
accumulate gold in a staggered manner.

The best avenues for investing in gold are
sovereign gold bonds (SGB) and gold
exchange-traded funds (ETFs). SGBs are gov-
ernment-backed securities, which pay 2.5 per
cent fixed rate of interest per annum on the
initial amount invested. SGBs, however, are
notliquid. In the case of gold ETFs, investors
have to pay an annual expense ratio, but they
are very liquid and one can exit them easily.
